Dear Parents 

Please see the suggested timetable for your child’s learning at home during school closures, we tried to keep it as similar to their school routine as possible. Your child should have a copy of ‘Red Words’ if this has been miss-placed we have uploaded a copy to the website. You will need this list for the duration of the school closure. 

For the first week please work your way through the homework pack that was provided. Completing one English and one Maths activity daily. At school we do a daily input of phonics to help your child’s writing and reading. Please allow them to follow the video below daily:

There is also a copy of the sounds in their homework pack. Please note the majority of the children only know sounds from set 1 and some of set 2 please speak to your child about the sounds they are familiar with. Please ensure that children practise simple words that can be read using their phonics. It is important that they practise letter formation. We have included a copy of letter formation in their homework pack. If you could ask them to practise writing sentences using their sounds that would help improve both their reading and writing.

There is allocated time for ‘choosing’ this is because the children due to their age struggle to concentrate for long periods of time. Allow your child to choose some activities based on their interests and the things they have at home. A couple of creative ideas could be: 

· Finger painting Peter Rabbit
· Make a rabbit using a toilet roll centre
· Draw a picture of Peter Rabbit 
· Make their own bunny ears
· Draw different foods Peter Rabbit might eat

Please also use bug club to enhance your child’s reading. Your child has been allocated additional books to ensure they are given the opportunity to read at home. 

There is allocated time for your children to play outside weather depending. We have also attached a copy of a child friendly exercise video by Joe Wicks.
