	Depending on chemical: irritation/damage to skin/eyes and respiratory system
	· Low hazard products used wherever possible 

· Selection of appropriate chemical to deal with all cleaning procedures this is routine tasks and where revised practices are required to ensure stringent hygiene measures

· All staff who use hazardous substances have received COSHH training 

· COSHH Assessments are available for all hazardous substances and have been

passed onto the relevant staff   

· COSHH assessments are stored alongside products in situ                             

· Hazardous substances are never mixed together

· All hazardous substances should be stored in a secure place away from unauthorized persons

· Staff to be provided with and wear appropriate PPE dependent on procedure undertaken

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	Bodily Fluid Spillages – contaminated /clinical waste


	Direct Contact

At risk: person dealing with spill and others in the vicinity - staff and pupils
	· Have a procedure in place for the safe handling, treatment and disposal of bodily fluid spillages. 
· Revise procedures periodically 

· All staff to be aware of the procedure

· Spillages should only be dealt with by trained personnel

· Spill kits to be provided and a sufficient number located throughout the school for easy access

· Ensure cleaner disinfectant is made up on a daily basis to the recommended dilution rate 

· Ensure specified contact time is adhered to – required to both clean and disinfect

· Procedure in place for kits to regularly ‘topped up ‘after use 

· Spill kits are kept in a secure place out of reach of children

· Suitable PPE provided and worn. Minimum requirement disposable gloves and apron.

· Review PPE requirements for staff with respiratory issues 

· Spillages should be dealt with immediately and not left for site staff to deal with

· Do not decant body spill granules into smaller containers (COSHH)

· Clinical waste bins required

· Bodily fluid spills to be disposed of as contaminated waste in an approved clinical waste bin.
· Special arrangements should be in place to have this waste collected at a specified frequency and not disposed of in general bins. Do not overfill bins.

· Dispose of all PPE worn and equipment used, to be treated as clinical waste. Do not reuse any items

· Wash hands following correct handwashing procedure (min 20 seconds)

Bins to be double bagged with tissues used on noses

All staff are aware through the risk assessment. We have revised these procedures in lieu of re-opening.

All staff were trained in spillages in Jan 2019 so all staff can deal with them.
This to be shared in briefings when the school is re-opened and re-state where the spill kits are, and when to wear gloves, mask and apron.

Any questions that need clarification the SM will ask Sally Woodvine from SIPs.

Site Manager manages this and orders when necessary.

Site Manager maintains this and we need to regularly share this with staff.

If dealing with a spillage a face mask must be used at all times; and they need to evaluate when else to wear so they feel personally protected.
Always a cleaner or staff member that is trained. And Site Manager is on site during the day during Summer Term 2.

Training has shared this information.

Already have them on site.

Staff are aware of this and have been trained. (see above)

This process is already in place; and Site Manager will monitor if we need more and then order

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	Risk Matrix
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	Severity


High risk: Score between 16 and 25.
High Risks activities should cease immediately until further control measures to mitigate the risk are introduced.
Medium risk: Score between 9 and 15.
Medium Risks should only be tolerated for the short-term and then only whilst further control measures to mitigate the risk are being planned and introduced, within a defined time period.   
Low risk: Score between 1 and 8.
Low Risks are acceptable to adequate: ensure controls are maintained and keep it subject to review periodically, or after significant changes etc. Make improvements where possible.
